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Baby Bib
Fat quarter friendly!
Two coordinating fat 
quarters will make two bibs.
Add fun trims for a special
touch.

Use ¼” seam allowance.
1. Cut 1 each fabric and batting 
on fold for bib front and back.

2.  Cut 1 each fabric on fold for pocket 
using shaded area.

3.  Place the two pocket pieces right sides 
together and sew the top straight seam 
using a ¼” seam allowance.  Turn right sides 
out and press.  Add trim if desired. 

4. Place bib pieces right sides together, with 
the pocket placed in between. Then place batting 
on top. Sew together using a ¼” seam allowance 
leaving an opening on the side for turning. 

5. Turn right sides out. Topstitch about 1/8” from edge 
closing opening. Sew Velcro® or ribbon ties to top for closure. 
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Shaded area is the 
pocket pattern.
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
